Take a blank piece of colored paper and fold it in half lengthwise, then fold in half again so you have four columns.  Then fold it in half crosswise.  Then fold in half again so you have four rows.  There should be 16 spaces in all.  Identify the equivalents as marked in the spaces above by folding the paper accordingly to show the number of tablespoons by the number of squares.

  4 tbs. = 1/4 cup






  2 tbs. = 1/8 cup

Using the backside of the above chart which is folded by taking a blank piece of colored paper and fold it in half lengthwise, then fold in half again so you have four columns. Identify the equivalents as marked in the spaces above by folding the paper accordingly to show the number of tablespoons by the number of squares.
